Space Rental Charges and Payment Terms

Outdoor Exhibit Space Costs: 2011 HPBA members:* The rate for outdoor space equal to or less than the square footage of the space
reserved on the indoor floor is $25 per sq. ft. The rate for space reserved outdoors that exceeds the amount of space reserved indoors is $27
per sq. ft. If the exhibiting company does not reserve indoor space, the rate for outdoor booth space will be $27 per square foot.

Non-HPBA members: The rate for outdoor space equal to or less than the square footage of the space reserved on the indoor floor is $42
per sq. ft. The rate for space reserved outdoors that exceeds the amount of space reserved indoors is $44 per sq. ft. If the exhibiting
company does not reserve indoor space, the rate for outdoor booth space will be $44 per sq. ft.

*Only HPBA members paying 2011 dues under the category of Manufacturer, Distributor, or Associate are eligible for the member
exhibit fee. All other exhibitors must pay the non-member fee. Exhibitors who indicate they will pay membership for 2011 must do so
by January 1, 2011, or the booth invoice will be changed to reflect the non-member rate.

Member exhibitors with 2,000 sq. ft. or more will receive a $.40 discount per sq. ft.

Distributors Surcharge — All HPBA distributor members that elect to exhibit in HPBExpo 2011 will incur a surcharge fee to exhibit.
The surcharge will equal the difference between the distributor member dues and the lowest level of manufacturing dues.

Your contracted company name for HPBExpo 2011 must be the same as your HPBA member company name (i) to receive credit for
membership and not be charged the non-member exhibit rate and (ii) to receive priority points for membership.

If you reserve space for HPBExpo 2011 during the Priority Booth Assignment (“PBA”) at HPBExpo 2010, you must:
a. Bring a nonrefundable deposit of 20% of your exhibit fee with you to the PBA;

b. Pay an additional 30% of your exhibit fee by July 1, 2010; and

c. Pay the remaining 50% of your exhibit fee by November 15, 2010.

If you wish to reserve space at HPBExpo 2011, but do not attend the PBA and submit an application that is received at HPBA no later
than March 5, 2010, you must:

a. Send in a nonrefundable deposit of 20% of your exhibit fee with your application;

b. Pay an additional 30% of your exhibit fee by July 1, 2010; and

c. Pay the remaining 50% of your exhibit fee by November 15, 2010.

If you wish to reserve space at HPBExpo 2011, but do not attend the PBA and submit an application that is received by HPBA after
March 5, 2010, but before November 15, 2010, you must:

a. Send in a deposit of 50% of your exhibit fee, of which 20% is nonrefundable, with your application; and

b. Pay the remaining 50% of your exhibit fee by November 15, 2010.

If you wish to reserve space at HPBExpo 2011, but do not attend the PBA and submit an application that is received by HPBA on or
after November 15, 2010, you must send in the full exhibit fee with your application. In addition, payments received after February 11,
2011, must be made using a certified check. As with all payments to reserve space, 20% of the exhibit fee is non-refundable until
September 1, 2010; 50% of the exhibit fee is non-refundable September 2 — December 1, 2010; and 100% of the exhibit fee is non-
refundable after December 1, 2010.

DOWNSIZE AND CANCELLATION POLICY: Downsizing or cancellation of an accepted and binding booth space contract
agreement may be made if written notice of downsize or cancellation, bearing a postmark no later than December 1, 2010, is received
by HPBA on or before December 8, 2010. Notice of downsize or cancellation shall be sent to HPBExpo 2011, Show Management,
1901 North Moore Street, Suite 600, Arlington, VA 22209. Exhibitors submitting downsize or cancellation notices postmarked by
September 1, 2010 shall be liable for 20% of the cost of the downsized or cancelled booth space. Exhibitors submitting downsize or
cancellation notices postmarked between September 2, 2010 and December 1, 2010 shall be liable for 50% of the cost of the downsized
or cancelled booth space. Exhibitors submitting downsize or cancellation notices postmarked after December 1, 2010 or received by
HPBA after December 8, 2010 shall be liable for 100% of the cost of the downsized or cancelled booth space. Any refunds due shall be
processed upon the conclusion of the HPBExpo 2011. Exhibitors shall be liable for any outstanding cancellation and downsize fees.
